e How can we rely on God's power in moments when life feels overwhelming?

Identity in Christ: Read Ephesians 1:3-14.

e How does knowing our identity in Christ impact the way we live?
e What steps can we take to "wake up" to our identity in Christ and live it out
daily?

Rising Up to Our Calling:

e What does it mean to "rise up" and live in a manner worthy of our calling as
Christians?

e How can we apply this concept of "rising up" in different areas of our lives,
such as relationships, work, and spiritual battles?



The Role of Baptism:

e How does baptism serve as an outward expression of an inward decision to
follow Jesus?

e For those who have been baptized, how has this experience impacted your
faith journey?
